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Burial takes place, owing to the torrid heat of the climate, within
twenty-four hours of dissolution. The Negritos practise a form of
ordinary interment, but the genuine Sakai have so intense a
terror of the ghost of the deceased that they will burn down the
house, and even sometimes the village, in which a death has
taken place, and never return to it, even their standing crops
being deserted and left to rot upon the ground. Platform burials
and the depositing of the corpse in a tree are also practised, and
Phoeograph lene by J. Brocierel, tsaly.
